The school canteen sells hot meals, pizza, baguettes, fruit
and cakes.

After the October holiday, if your parents agree, you can go
to the centre at lunchtime.

There are some clubs which run on different days at
lunchtime — you will find out about these in August.
Many go to the library over lunchtime and engage in a
variety of activities.

There are also quiet spaces available for you to access.
